Project update July 2022

Investing in our schools

The NSW Government is investing $8.6 billion in school infrastructure over the next four years, continuing its
program to deliver 160 new and upgraded schools to support communities across NSW. This builds on the
more than $9.1 billion invested in projects delivered since 2017, a program of $17.7 billion in public education
infrastructure.

The NSW Department of Education is commmitted to delivering new and upgraded schools for communities
across NSW. The delivery of these important projects is essential to the future learning needs of our students and
supports growth in the local economy.

Project overview

The Department of Education has listened to the community's feedback, and has developed a joint project to
upgrade Carlingford West Public School (CWPS) and Cumberland High School (CHS).

The upgrade at Carlingford West Public School is designed to deliver new flexible learning spaces, new hall, new
library, new tennis courts, new canteen, and refurbished staff and administration areas.

The upgrade to Cumberland High School is designed to deliver new flexible learning spaces including specialist
spaces such as wood/metal workshops and visual arts spaces, new multipurpose hall, sport and performance
spaces, new library, new multipurpose sports courts, new canteen, and refurbished staff and administration
facilities.

Temporary school facilities in use by both schools

Both the Cumberland High School and Carlingford West Public School temporary school facilities have been
handed over to the school and are in use, with minor works continuing over the coming weeks.

The CHS temporary school includes amenities, canteen and uniform store. The CWPS temporary school includes
classrooms, temyporary libraries, storerooms, uniform and printing rooms. Works are continuing on the temporary
canteen and are expected to be complete for the school to use in early August.
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anticipated to be completed by end July 2022.
