Planning for a new hall at Jannali East Public
School

We are currently undertaking design works for a new
hall at Jannali East Public School. These design works
include development of the Schematic Design,
which is expected to be shared with the community
later this year.

The project aims to bring students the latest facilities
and will incorporate a canteen, sports storage, toilets,
and out of school hours care facilities.

Progress summary

Funding for the planning phase of the new hall project
was approved in mid-2019 by the NSW Government.
This funding allowed early planning works to
commence enabling an understanding of the
requirements of the school

Early planning typically involves the development of a
business case, design development and preliminary
site investigations. For this project, the concept
design phase is completed and schematic design
phase is underway.
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The community will be notified ahead of any detailed
site investigations starting, which may include drilling
for borehole samples. The tender process to construct
the new hall is expected to start later this year. We
expect construction to start in early 2021 with the aim
of completing the hall in late 2021, subject to
planning approvals.

The project team will work closely with
representatives of the Jannali East Public School
community, including a P&C representative, as part
of the Project Reference Group (PRG).
