Findings have detected bacteria in samples collected from the outside basin attached to
Building A.

As a precautionary safety measure, access has been restricted to the tap outlet. Signage is in
place to remind students and staff not to access the tap. We are working with an independent
hygienist to undertake any remediation work required.

All work will be carried out by qualified contractors, and we will undertake additional testing
at the school following the work to ensure the water can continue to be used.

The health, safety and wellbeing of the school and the local community is our highest priority.
We will continue to keep you updated.
