On Friday 23 August, there was an earthquake in the vicinity of Muswellbrook and Denman
NSW, with impacts felt across the Hunter region.

As a safety precaution, Muswellbrook High School and Muswellbrook South Public School
were evacuated on Friday afternoon.

There were no reports of students or teachers injured.

The NSW Department of Education engaged licensed engineers to assess impacted schools
for damage over the weekend of Saturday 24 and Sunday 25 August.

The engineers have now provided a clearance certificate stating that the school can be
occupied.

Sandy Hollow Public School is operational and students may attend as normal on Monday
26 August 2024.

Transport for NSW has advised that there are no reports of impacts to roads or bus services
that will affect schools.

The health, safety, and wellbeing of the school and the local community is our highest priority.
