Dear neighbour,  

Last year we wrote to all neighbours about our intention to secure unauthorised access gates along 
the boundary fence between properties on Narelle Street, Rose Bay and Rose Bay Secondary 
College. 

Boundary fencing plays an important role in providing safety and security for our students, staff 
and the wider community.  

We wish to advise that we will be undertaking work to resecure unauthorised access gates in the 
coming days. All work will be done on the school’s side of the boundary fence.  

Recently there have been instances of unauthorised access onto school grounds, during which 
interference and damage to fencing works have compromised the school’s security.   

Rose Bay Secondary College is “Inclosed land” for the purposes of the Inclosed Lands Protection Act 
1901. Entering school grounds without an appropriate reason is an act of trespass and not 
permitted. If you notice an incident on school grounds, please call the police.
